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Part 1 : Overview 
 
1.1 Introduction 

The purpose of this software is to provide the business with a “one size fits all” software 
solution to keep an audit trail of modifications to data, for users to take ownership of their 
actions and thereby have a more responsible attitude to their actions. 

 
1.2 Objectives 

By using Whodunnit?  Audit Trail Software for System i, you can identify: 
 

�  Who changed your iSeries data; 
�  Exactly when it was changed; 
�  Which program was used to change the data; 
�  Which records were changed, added or deleted; 
�  The values before and after the change. 
�  Specify the duration to save the audit logs. 

 
1.3 Files 

The files used by the Whodunnit?  Audit Trail Software are: 
 
�  FREGISTER  File information for registered libraries. 
�  FFREGISTER Field information when you register your files. 
�  FSELECTORS The values you select when running your audit trail reports. 
�  TRGEXCL  Trigger Exclusions File. 

 
The abovementioned are stored in the AXAUDn library (where “n” is the current version 
number of Whodunnit – e.g. AXAUD2). 

 
1.4 Accessing the Whodunnit? Main Menu 
 Add the AXAUD2 library to your library list, addlible axaud2 

To access the Whodunnit? Main Menu, type go axaud2/axaudmnu  on a command line.   
 
1.5 Setup of Library and Library Lists 

It is strongly recommended that separate libraries be created to store the trigger, purge and 
print programs (e.g. WHOPGM) as well as one for the log files (e.g. WHOLOG).  The 
programs/log files can also be stored in the same data library as the file(s) being audited, 
however this will cause the size of your data library to grow as each log file is created and may 
cause problems with backups and/or software upgrades.   
 
However should you choose to use WHOPGM and/or WHOLOG or your own designated 
libraries, please ensure that they are in your library list. 

 
1.6 Recommendations 

Triggers should not be set on workfiles: i.e. files that require a CLRPFM (clear physical file 
member) during a day/month end process as this can cause a day/month end to crash. 
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Part 2: Preliminary Checks 
 
2.1 Check for a physical file trigger 

As a file may already have been triggered previously, it is always safer to check if a trigger 
already exists.  From the Whodunnit? Main Menu, select Option 1 (Check for physical file 
trigger).

The 
object will be named like the physical file and by choosing a number between 1 and 7.  
 
Determine how many characters of the physical file name will be used to build the name of the 
object, e.g. If you choose 4, then it will use the first 4 letters (GLMC) of the physical file 
GLMC00P.  When viewing the audit reports in your spooled files, they will be easily identifiable 
and preceded with PRT, i.e. final audit report name will be PRTGLMC��
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The log file and program file library will default to WHOLOG and WHOPGM respectively. 
Should you have made the decision to store the log files and program files in a different library, 
replace the WHOLOG and WHOPGM with the applicable library name(s).     
 
The log retention days will determine how long to keep the audit logs – e.g. 99. 
NOTE:  A scheduled job will need to be created and run with your End of Day or End of Month 
processes as these logs will not be purged automatically – See point # 3.7.

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3.7 Purge Log File 
The Administrator, who must have sufficient system authority, will need to run the purge 
program(s) periodically. A purge program is built for each managed physical file. The program 
uses the Retention Days value to decide when a log file record is old enough to delete.  
 
There is no menu option for this function. The Administrator runs each program from a 
command line or creates a Control Language program to run a suite of purge programs. 
Alternatively, a set of Scheduled Jobs should be set up to run periodically. It is this option that 
may best suit Administrators. 
 
For example, suppose physical file MYFILE is being managed for which purge program 
PRGMYFILE was built in the set-up process. 
 
Use the ADDJOBSCDE command to add a job scheduled entry. 
 
Specify: 
1. Job name – “PRGMYFILE” 
2. Command to run – “call prgmyfile” 
3. Frequency – “*monthly”. Note: if you need to run the purge more frequently, choose 

the *WEEKLY option and the Scheduled day parameter. (If you need help with this, 
contact your Whodunnit support help desk.) 

4. Schedule time – choose a suitable time. Note: the job can run during normal hours. It 
is unlikely to degrade system performance.

3.8 Deregistering Files 

During set-up you will have registered one or more physical files that you want to manage 
using Whodunnit. At some point you may no longer need to manage the file(s) and would like 
to deregister it. 

 
This is an administrative function and requires Command Line access. 

 
The deregister function completes the following: 
1. Removes the file record(s) from the File Register 
2. Removes the field records for the associated files from the File Field Register 
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The deregister function does not delete programs, log files or remove PF (physical file) 
triggers. You may wish to delete the programs associated with each file. These will be named 
TRGMYFILE, PRGMYFILE and PRTMYFILE where myfile is the truncated name of the 
managed physical file.  
 
Before anything is deleted, remove the PF (physical file) Trigger and ensure that all logs are 
printed (if required).  It is suggested that before removing a trigger that the physical file 
description is displayed if each individual insert, update and delete trigger names are required 
for removal.

3.9 Trigger Exclusions 
 

There may be a need to exclude logging in certain circumstances, even if triggers are set on a 
file: 
·  For a user, Eg. EOD. 
·  For a file on a temporary basis. 
·  For a program, eg.  housekeeping. 
 
It is possible to combine any or all of the above, for example for a particular file when the 
update is performed by a particular program called by a particular user. It is also possible to 
perform global exclusions, for example for all files and calling programs when the user is EOD.   
 
In addition it is also possible to create trigger programs which never attempt to check for 
exclusions, if no exclusions can ever be permitted on the file. In this case the trigger program 
can be created without the exclusion coding. 

 
Note:  Ensure that the associated library name in w hich the file(s) reside that you are 
going to exclude is contained in your library list.

Should it be necessary to uninstall Whodunnit completely the following four steps need to be followed 
in sequence.  This is an administrative function and requires command line access.

5.3 Delete Trigger, Purge and Print Programs 

If at the time of building the Audit Objects you stored the trigger, purge and print files in the 
WHOPGM library, then simply delete the WHOPGM library and its contents as follows: 
 
On the command line type the following: DLTLIB LIB(WHOPGM) 
 
If the trigger, purge and print programs are in a different library they will need to be identified 
and deleted individually.  The programs will be easily identifiable as the program name will be 
preceded by the letters ‘TRG’ (trigger programs), ‘PRG’ (purge programs) and ‘PRT’ (print 
programs).  BE VERY CAREFUL NOT TO DELETE NON-WHODUNNIT PROGRAM S!! 
 
On the command line type the following if the library name is unknown: 
WRKOBJ OBJ(MYLIB/TRG*) OBJTYPE(*PGM).

5.4 Delete Whodunnit Library and Contents 

The Whodunnit programs, files, commands, etc., are stored in the AXAUDn library (where “n” 
is the current version number of Whodunnit – e.g. AXAUD2).  To delete all the contents and 
the library, type the following on the command line: 
 
DLTLIB LIB(AXAUD2). 
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
